          SYMBOLS OF VICTORY SYMBOLS OF KUBAN Slide 1)
Teacher. Our meeting is devoted to the 75th anniversary of our great victory in World War II. Victory Day is one of the most cherished national holidays in our country. It is the day of our pride and sorrow, our boundless gratitude to the defenders of the Fatherland who defeated Nazism. 
While 75 years separate us from May 1945, the victory is still very important for all of us, for our national identity.  Our memory is not only a tribute to the historical past, it serves our future and strengthens our unity. 
There are things closely connected with the events of the GP War. We call them symbols of the war. Today we are going to have a talk about some of them. 
I think we should begin the story with the symbol sacred for every decent man
Student 1) One of the main monuments and symbols of the great Patriotic war is the Grave of the Unknown Soldier. Sl 2) It is a sacred place for every man. We come here to honor the soviet soldiers, who laid down their lives during the GPW to secure our freedom. Sl 3) The tomb of the unknown soldier is a symbol of loss and grieve. The eternal flame is an everlasting memory of those who had fallen defending our country. In towns and villages of our country there are monuments to soldiers who died in the battles of the war.
Teacher. Sl 4) Here, in Severskaya there is a memorial complex to 187 soviet soldiers who died in the battles with the Nazi invaders on this land. 
Student 2) Sl 5)The Victory Banner, made under battlefield conditions, is the official symbol of the Victory of the Soviet people against Nazi Germany during the Second World War. It is also one of the national treasures of Russia. 
The Cyrillic inscription reads:
150th Rifle, Order of Kutuzov 2nd class, Idritsa Division, 79th Rifle Corps, 3rd Shock Army, 1st Belorussian Front.
Sl 6)The Soviet Banner of Victory was raised by the Red Army soldiers on the Reichstag building in Berlin, on May 1, 1945. Those soldiers were Alexei Berest, Mikhail Yegorov, and Meliton Kantaria.

Student 3) Sl 7)On the 9th of May, during Victory Day parade in Moscow, a copy of Victory Banner  is carried immediately behind the Russian flag by members of the Moscow Commandant's Regiment Honor and Colors Guards. 
Sl 8)  According to the Law of the Russian Federation, the Banner of Victory is to be stored forever in a place which provides its safety and public availability. Now the original Victory Banner is saved in the Central Museum of the Armed Forces in Moscow.

Student 4) Sl 9) The Order of Victory was the highest military decoration awarded for World War II service in the Soviet Union, and one of the rarest orders in the world.
After the victory at Kursk arc, Red Army launched a counter-offensive, from that moment the military initiative completely belonged to Soviet Union, final victory was a matter of time. During one of meetings in Kremlin, Stalin expressed the desire to create new awards that fully reflect spirit of the impending victory over Germany, outcome of this proposal was the appearance of the Order of Victory.

Student 5) Sl 10) The order was awarded only to Generals and Marshals for successfully conducting combat operations involving one or more army groups and resulting in a «successful operation within the framework of one or several fronts resulting in a radical change of the situation in favor of the Red Army». 
The order was officially adopted on November 8, 1943, and was first awarded to Georgy Zhukov, Alexandr Vasilevsky, and Joseph Stalin. In total, the order was presented twenty times.
Student 6) Sl 11) 4) The most significant project in recent years, whose goal is to keep alive the memory of the participants and victims of the great Patriotic war is known as “The Immortal Regiment” (Bessmertniy Polk). Every year on May 9 thousands of people in cities throughout Russia walk down central streets with portraits of relatives who fought in the war and who are no longer living. The event is also marked across the globe, taking place in more than forty countries.

[bookmark: _Hlk33642006]Student 7) Sl 12) The other symbol of the GPW is St. George's Ribbon. We wear it on our clothes as a sign of respect and remembrance. The St. George's Ribbon is commonly known as a part of the medal "For Victory over Germany in the Great Patriotic War" This was the most massive military award in the USSR - nearly 15 million people received this decoration - all participants of combat actions, who survived in the terrible war. All those who remember the heroes of the Great Patriotic War and honor the history wear the black and orange symbol of victory. This is common practice not only in Russia. Every year more and more activists are seen wearing the black-and-orange ribbons all over the world. 

Student 8) Sl 13) Our Victory is a result of many battles, among them the Battle for Moscow, Stalingrad battle, Kursk battle, The Battle for Berlin. The Battle for the Caucasus was the longest and the bloodiest battle of the GPW. It took place on the vast territory of the Caucasus.  Numerous monuments and memorials on the Kuban lands remind us of the tragic and heroic events of the war.  Sl 14) 15)

 Student 9) Sl 16) The Battle for the Caucasus lasted from July 1942 till October 1943. The victory in that battle was of great historical significance for our country, but it was won at high price. Our soldiers displayed courage and heroism giving their lives for their Fatherland. In May 1944 a medal “For the Defense of the Caucasus” was instituted. Sl 17)

Student 10) Sl 18) In early 1943, the red Army troops locked the fascists on the Taman Peninsula, between the Black sea and the sea of Azov. The Germans built here a defensive belt, which was called the "Blue line". Minefields, barbed wire fences, trench fortifications, hundreds of pillboxes and bunkers, all this was to stop the advance of the Soviet troops. The center of defense of this belt was the height of 121.4.  From the assault of this height our troops began to break through the "Blue line".

Student 11) Sl 19) The operation to break through was led personally by Marshal Zhukov. In a report to Stalin he wrote: "I have seen many battles, but I have never seen such fierce ones. The bravery of Soviet soldiers knows no bounds."
Soviet soldiers nicknamed this height "The hill of heroes” because during the assault which began in May and ended in June more than 16 thousand Soviet soldiers were killed... 47 fighters received the title of Hero of the Soviet Union.

Student 12) Sl 20) In the battle for the height of 121.4, the largest air battle of the great Patriotic war took place, with hundreds of aircraft in the air at the same time. Both the famous pilot Alexander Pokryshkin and the legendary women's aviation regiment, which the fascists nicknamed "night witches" fought here.
The aviation regiment was formed in October 1941 as the 588th night light bombardment aviation regiment. Marina Raskova led the formation. Soviet pilot-navigator, major of the red army Air Force, one of the first women awarded the title Hero of the Soviet Union. 

Student 13) Sl 21)  Evdokia Bershanskaya, a pilot with ten years of experience, was appointed commander of the regiment. Under her command, the regiment fought until the end of the war. Women pilots were called "Night witches" by the fascists. Our soldiers affectionately called the girls "Dunkin ' regiment", after its commander Evdokia Bershanskaya.  Sl 22) There were only girls in all positions without exception - mechanics, pilots, nurses, ground staff, and repair crews. The average age of "flying witches" was only 22 years. 

Student 13) Sl 23) The regiment was armed with Po-2 aircraft. It difficult to imagine but the speed of the aircraft was 120 km / h, which made the Po-2 vulnerable even to a pistol shot. The plane didn’t have any protection. The plane took on board about 300 kg of bombs, many girls refused to take with them parachutes and machine guns to repel the attack, preferring a couple of extra bombs.
Girls did 8-9 flights per night, and in winter, when the nights became longer, up to 18 flights. Many "witches" after such a night were carried straight from the cabins to the barracks on their hands. Not everyone managed to live up to the victory. The regiment's combat losses were 23 men and 28 aircraft.
[bookmark: _Hlk33653219]Student 13) Sl 24)   The GPW lasted 3 years 10 months and 17 days. The document on the German surrender was signed in Berlin on May 8. The 9th of May was announced the day of national celebration-Victory day. A Victory salute was held in Moscow on that day: 30 volleys were fired from anti-aircraft guns. Sl 25)  

[bookmark: _Hlk33653178][bookmark: _Hlk33653393]Student 13) Sl 26)   The first Victory parade was held in Red Square in Moscow on the 24th of June 1945 to mark the victory over fascist Germany in the Great Patriotic War.
The parade was commanded by Marshal Konstantin Rokossovsky and received by Marshal Georgy Zhukov. Sl 27)   At the end of the parade 200 German banners were thrown at the foot of the Mausoleum as a symbol of victory over the enemy. In other cities of the country fireworks were held on June 24.
The Victory parade dedicated to 75th anniversary of the victory in the Great Patriotic War will take place in Red Square in Moscow on the 9th of May 2020. 
Student 14) It is practically impossible to name all the symbols of our great victory, there are lots of them: old war photos and letters, orders and medals, poems and songs, books and films. Monuments and stelas to noble warriors remind us about the war. There are even armored symbols of Victory that have risen in places of fighting. 

Student 15) Sl 28)    In  Krasnodar region, there are many  tanks-monuments that stand on pedestals  frozen in an eternal attack on the enemy. These are not monuments to tanks, they are monuments to the defenders, liberators and heroes of our land.
Teacher Sl 29)     Our sacred duty is to remember the defenders of our Motherland who fought and worked, passed the sacrificial path of inhuman trials, stood like an inflexible fortress in the heat of battle.  They all stood up, they gave everything they could, they suffered a Victory.
