Внеклассное мероприятие по английскому языку « Символы Победы-Символы Кубани»
Цель мероприятия: формирование умения ведения монологической и диалогической речи.
Задачи урока:
социокультурный аспект: знакомство учащихся с историческими фактами о Великой Отечественной Войне и символами победы.
развивающий аспект: развитие способности к распределению и переключению внимания, к непроизвольному запоминанию при восприятии речи на слух, к сравнению и сопоставлению фактов, к формулированию выводов из прочитанного и услышанного.
воспитательный аспект: формирование гуманитарного мировоззрения; уважительного отношения к героям ВОВ, развитие патриотизма.
учебный аспект: развитие речевого умения диалогической речи, развитие речевого умения монологического высказывания по модели.
Сопутствующие задачи: развитие умения читать с общим охватом содержания, с целью извлечения конкретной информации, развитие навыков.
Сценарий план внеклассного мероприятия.
1. Организационный момент (погружение в проблему).
T: Good afternoon, boys and girls! I am glad to see you. What is the day today? What is the season today? What holidays do we celebrate in the spring?
S1: The first of May.
S2: The eighth of Mach.
S3: Victory Day.
T: Look at the black board. What can you see?
S4: I can see an Order of the Patriotic War.
S5: A Lilac.
S6: Saint George's Ribbon.
S7: "Immortal Regiment"
T: What do you think? What is theme our conversation?
S1: I think theme our conversation: “Victory Day and the Great Patriotic War”
S2: I think theme our conversation: “The Symbols of Victory”
[bookmark: _GoBack]T: Theme our conversation: “The Symbols of Victory is the Symbols of the Kuban”
That is the purpose of our conversation?
S4: We know a lot about the Great Patriotic War, but we don’t  speak much about it in English.
T: When do we celebrate Victory Day?
S: We celebrate on the ninth of May.
T: This year we are going to celebrate the 75th anniversary of the Great Patriotic War. Victory Day is a special day in Russia. Do you like this holiday?
S1: Yes, I do.
T: Is Victory Day one of your favourite family holidays?
S2: Yes, it is.
T: We celebrate the Victory Day with military honors. How do you celebrate Victory Day?
S1: We go to the parade, watch the fireworks in the evening, lay flowers at the grave of the Unknown Soldier and honor veterans.
T: This is a great day for our country. We must not forget that this is a holiday with tears in our eyes. 
What do you know about the Great Patriotic War?
S1:  On the 22nd of June 1941 the Great Patriotic War began.
S2 :All people, young and old, stood proudly and fought together for motherland and her sons.
S3: Villages burned, and cities blazed, leaving behind the ruins and ashes of lost fates.
S4: Fell soldiers, but rose, bleeding, and went on, went on to the Victory!
S 5 There were a lot of great battles and great victories:
· Famous Battle for Moscow
· The Battle for Stalingrad
· The Tank Battle on Kursk Bulge
· Defense of Novorossiysk and Sevastopol.
S6 : ’’The Siege of Leningrad” lasted for a total of 900 days, from September 8, 1941 until January 27, 1944.
Food and fuel stocks were limited to a mere 1-2 month supply, public  transport  was  not  operational  and by  the  winter  of 1941-42 there  was  no heating, no  water  supply , almost no electricity  and very little food.
By the end of 1942, the city had a population of less than 1 million. In June 1941, it had been 2.5 million.
S 7: The most severe and the most heroic battle took place in April – May, 1945 for Berlin. The End of the GPW 9 May 1945.
T: Our memory is in its symbols of Victory. Do you know its symbols? 
S1: On April 17, 2011, the international project "Lilac of Victory" was launched. Lilac is a symbol of spring, a bright holiday. This is the memory of those who defended our country in the Great War, it is a symbol of Victory! In May 1945, Soviet liberators returning home were greeted everywhere with lilac branches. Planting lilacs on Victory Day has become a tradition.
T: Have you ever participated in this project?
S1: Yes. It was very interesting.
T: What other Victory Symbols do you know?
S2: Saint George's ribbon. Volunteers handed out ribbons. They have bands of black and orange. The campaign has been held since 2005. Its main goal is not to let new generations forget who and what cost won the most terrible war in the history of mankind, whose heirs we remain, what we should be proud of and who we should remember."
Teacher: What do you feel when you wear this ribbon?
S3: There is a motto that goes with the ribbon, it says: ‘I remember, I’m proud’. Because I'm proud of the feat of our fathers-of soldiers, defenders of our Motherland – Russia).
T: Who knows more? 
S4: "Immortal regiment" is a public event that is held in Russia and a number of countries of the near and far abroad to perpetuate the memory of participants and victims of the Great Patriotic War.
S5: less and less veterans take part in street processions on Victory Day, and decided to restore justice: the heroes who defended the country's freedom should see the holiday-even from photos.
Teacher: We must remember everybody and everything. We must come down the memory about one of the most terrible war, which concerned every family, from father to son.
What is the most important symbol of victory for you?
S1 : My great-grandfather. He is not with us right now. He was in the war and has orders and medals. We keep the memory of him. I participate in “the immortal regiment” every year.
Teacher: Who participates in “the immortal regiment” every year?
S: I am.
 Teacher: You know a lot about war and the symbols of Victory. And most importantly, you participate in these projects. 
What did you learn? 
S: Today I learnt about Victory day and symbols of this day. It was interesting. 
S: Now I can tell my foreign friends about  The Great Patriotic War and Victory Day.
Teacher: So, I think Victory day was and must remain the lightest holiday. Our forefathers give us the opportunity to live under the peaceful sky now and we mustn`t forget about that. Thanks for your attention. Goodbye.
